When we welcome the refugee–
the stranger in our midst–we welcome Christ.   Catholic Social Services of Anchorage is help-
ing 100 Afghanistan refugees to resettle in Anchorage.  They have ask churches and faith com-
munities  of Anchorage to partner with them in the resettlement.  Pastor Parker has said YES!
— for Shiloh and he is asking us to join him.  We do stand with refugees and this is not our 
first time!    We stood with the Sudanese refugees and the Katrina refugees and now we stand 
with the Afghan refugees!
