Reading the Bible in 120 Days

SHILOH ARE YOU READY TO GET IN SPIRITUAL SHAPE?

Shiloh are you ready to get in Spiritual Shape? During the months of May — Aug, Shiloh, we will
read the whole Bible starting in the New Testament. Why the NT? Somewhere between Leviti-
cus and Deuteronomy, of the Old Testament we tend to dropout. All the laws, genealogies, all
the begot, etc.

When starting a dieting and exercise routine, it takes about 30 consistent days of 20 minutes of
aerobic activity to see a difference. Reading the NT first will create that habit of reading approx-
imately 20 -30 minutes a day. This will help to better prepare you for the OT.
