MARCH MISSION MADNESS 2023

We will hear a lot about March Madness this month. Here at Shiloh, we want to reflect the
passion of madness in missions. We want to be on the move all of the time, reaching out to
those who are in need. This keeps us from becoming self-centered and it blesses us more
than the people we help. Christ call us to be His hands and feet in our community. Our Food-
bank provides food for about 25-30 families each week. This year, Food Bank of Alaska does
not have the food and supplies to give to foodbanks as they have in recent years-which is a
large supplier of food items to local Foodbanks, such as ours. There is a major shortage of
eggs and purchasing limit of (2 per person at most stores), so we will collect them each week.
During the month of March, we will be mission madness driven. We want to supply the follow-
ing items each week:

Week 1: March 1-5 Eggs and Breakfast Cereals

Week 2: March 6-12 Eggs, Breakfast Cereals and Rice

Week 3: March 13-19 Eggs, Canned Tuna, Canned Spaghetti O’s,
Week 4: March 20-26 Eggs, Canned Chili, Canned Chicken

This is so easy. When you are shopping simply add an extra item or several items-whatever
you can afford to provide your basket and when you come on Sunday/Wednesday or any
other time, place the items in the containers that will be in the Atrium, bring them to the office
-Tuesday-Saturday. We want to continue to “Live Simply so that others May Simply Live”.

God
has designed you for a purpose! When you discover that purpose, you re-
ceive the joy of partnering with the God of the universe! Every believer
has a unique SHAPE AND Faithful Stewards Discover Their SHAPE!

SHAPE stands for:

Spiritual Gifts: God-empowered abilities for serving him.

Heart or Passion: what you love to do and care about most.
Abilities: the natural talents you were born with.

Personality Style: your uniqgue combination of personality traits.
Experience: the experiences in life that have molded you.

Why is discovering my SHAPE important in the Christian life?

Each of us has something unique to contribute in ministry. Knowing our SHAPE helps
guide us to the right places to invest our time and service. As believers love and serve
one another, our message to the world is strong and clear. You will discover your Spiritu-
al Gifts which are special abilities given by God to be used to minister to others. They are
a demonstration that God’s Holy Spirit is working in us, enabling us to do things we could
not otherwise do. Though the lists vary, each reference indicates that the New Testa-
ment writers considered Spiritual Gifts to be an important part of the Christian life. Biblical
references are found in | Corinthians 12, | Peter 4:9-11, Romans 12:1-8, and Ephesians
4:7-13.

How do | know what my SHAPE is?

Taking SHILOH 301 will give you an idea of what resonates most with you. You can ask
your family and friends what they have seen you demonstrate. Find a ministry area that
fits your SHAPE and see if you sense God at work. Through this process you will begin
the journey of discovering who you are, why you are here, and what you do best! The
results of serving with your unique SHAPE are both external and internal. You will be
more effective and fruitful in ministry as you use the tools God has given you and you will
experience joy and fulfillment as you serve others.

How do | acquire a Spiritual Gift?

The Holy Spirit gives Spiritual Gifts to all believers. We cannot earn spiritual gifts, nor can
we choose them. Spiritual Gifts are given according to God's unique design and purpose
for each of us.
